Then the Kontakion and the Oikos, and the 
reading from the Synaxarion.  then the 
remaining Odes of the canons.  After the 
Katavasia of the eight Ode, we say;

Honoring her with hymns, Let us magnify the 
Theotokos, the Mother of Light.
